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Windows XP Service Pack 2

Much improved security, and a new IE popup blocker
Microsoft's past security updates have been a variety of patches that
tended to prevent just a few attacks at a time. More robust help has
now arrived in the form of Windows XP Service Pack 2 (SP2), which
substantially tightens your PC's security with a new Windows
Firewall, an improved Automatic Updates feature, a popup Ad Blocker
for Internet Explorer (IE), and added attachment protection for
Outlook email users.

The SP2 firewall is improved over previous versions, and unlike in
the past it is turned on by default. Same for the popup blocker, which
is entirely new in SP2. Both allow for exceptions by rule or on a case-
by-case basis.

Popup ads are no longer just annoying, they can easily (and often
do) carry viruses, spyware, changes to your home page, and
sometimes worse. And since these attacks are not borne via email,
they evade central virus scanning. If you're not already using OCS
OfficeScan or another product on your own computers, you're
definitely vulnerable. SP2's popup ad blocker for IE will help. And like
the new Windows Firewall, it is enabled by default.

Finally, the new Automatic Updates feature will make sure your
computer is kept current as new hacker exploits are discovered and
blocked. This does not have to be enabled, but for those who choose
otherwise we reserve the right to say “we told you so.”

Windows XP SP2 was released in August, and in-house tests at
OCS so far have been refreshingly positive. Most of our internal
machines are now running SP2, and many of our customers have
installed the upgrade. The general rating from our shop team is a
“thumbs up,” we've encountered no serious reasons to avoid
installing it. Quite the contrary, we've found that it tends to clean up
miscellaneous glitches and definitely adds a significant security
improvement.

One caution: the SP2 upgrade is fairly large, from under 100MB to
more than 200MB depending on whether you've been keeping
current with XP updates - online installation over a dialup connection
is therefore not recommended. A CD may be ordered from Microsoft,
or you may schedule an appointment to have it done for you in our
shop. Please call us for more information!

Users of Internet “peer to peer” networks like Kazaa and Morpheus,
already dodging lawsuits from the recording industry, could face up
to three years in prison under a bill passed by the U.S. House of
Representatives on September 28th.

The House voted to enlist the government to a greater degree in
the entertainment industry’s fight against those who copy its
products over the Internet.

The Senate approved a similar bill in June, under which federal
agents would educate the public about copyright rules and go after
those who allow others to copy their film and music collections.

The Motion Picture Association of America applauded the bill’s
passage, as blockbuster films often appear online before they're even
released in theaters. The recording industry has sued more than

3,000 individuals over the past year for copyright violations. Those
who ignore warnings and are found to be sharing more than 1,000
copyrighted files could face potential jail time.
